●​ Monitor the quality of equipment and inform the Program Director of equipment needs 
●​ Maintain and organize all equipment storage areas 
●​ Encourage qualified youth to participate in golf tournaments, local and national opportunities 
●​ Make the game fun for youth participants 
●​ Provide a safe environment in all areas 
●​ Be charismatic, personable, and motivational in working with youth 
●​ Be available to attend academies, regional and annual meetings and training sessions 
●​ Complete class related administrative duties in a timely manner
